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PREPARING PUPILS FOR IB
AND A LEVEL PROGRAMMES

The Pre-Sixth Form GCSE Course is a one year course
designed to prepare pupils for Sixth Form studies. An
ideal grounding for the International Baccalaureate
and A Level programmes, the course is designed for
overseas pupils or those seeking intensive preparation

for the Sixth Form.

The main focus of the course is on improving spoken
and written English. The course also helps with the
acquisition of learning and thinking skills which are
required for the Sixth Form programmes as well as
achieving GCSE qualifications in core subjects whilst

building confidence and aiding integration into the

School. For many of these lessons, pupils will be
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integrated into mainstream classes with some lessons
being taught in separate classes in order to provide

extra support in the environment of a small group.

The course not only helps pupils with their studies,
but also provides the opportunity to participate

fully in school life and develop interests in areas
outside the curriculum such as drama productions,
music concerts, extra-curricular sports and House
competitions. On completion of the Pre-Sixth Form
course pupils feel confident, fully prepared and ready
for their choice of IB or A Level programmes when

they progress into the Sixth Form.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE

In one year, pupils are able to gain a minimum of five and typically around seven GCSEs. A third of their teaching
is as a small dedicated group, giving some specific tuition to recognise they are following a one year and not

two year course, and, for overseas pupils, some specific support in English Language and Grammar.

Pupils are integrated with other Year 11 pupils for the remaining two thirds of their timetable which helps

considerably with their spoken English as 90% of our pupils are British day pupils who live on the Island.

As well as the above subjects pupils will have two hours of sport and a Personal Development lesson each

week with the chance to take an exam in their own language where possible.
